ANNUAL DINNER MEETING AND AWARDS 
Meeting Date: January 17, 2009 @ 3:00pm  

Burney Lions Hall 
 

Executive Committee Members present: Frank Ryan, Dave Bowers, Gerald Hayler, Dewight Oilar, Pe-

ter Brown, Dave Pitt, Bill and Carol Haberstich, Dave Boddy, Dave Swenson and Art Domingos.  There 

were fifty members and wives in attendance. 

President Frank Ryan called the meeting to order at 3:00 PM. 

The minutes from last years meeting as well as the 2008 financial reports were placed at each place set-

ting for review. Peter Brown made a motion to accept and Dave Boddy seconded. – Passed 

Correspondence: 

Secretary/Treasurer, Gerald Hayler presented the NRA affiliation certificate and the Certificate of Rec-

ognition for 100% NRA membership. 

Range Groundskeeper: Peter Brown reported that the range is clean; especially the brass pickup is 

working well with shooters doing a good job of picking up their brass.  The mat in front of the 100 meter 

line is also working well for catching brass. 

Range Officer: Dewight Oilar reported that he gets calls from new members requesting orientation, 

and said that he will retire from his position next year. 

Chairperson Reports: 

BPCR: Art Domingos reported that BPCR had a so-so year.  Some of the Nevada and Southern Califor-

nia area shooters will be coming up to Hat Creek to shoot in 2009 so he hopes for a better year. 

Cowboy Action: Dave Boddy reported that they had a good year and hope that the “Ambush at Hat 

Creek” will again be a success. They are already planning for the 2009 Ambush and had a good work 

party to clean up the range.  The new gate has been delivered to the range and is soon to be installed. 

Lever Action Silhouette: Bill Haberstich reported that the Cowboy Lever Action Matches just keep 

growing with new shooters enjoying the matches. We had a very good year and hope for more to come.  

Bill wished to thank Eric Kurihara for running some of the matches. 

Silhouette Pistol: Carol Haberstich reported that the hunter pistol discipline is picking up with new 

found interest from 5 or 6 more shooters. 

High Power Silhouette Rifle: Dave Bowers reported that the road to the 500 meter line is now a good 

all weather road but we should do some work to improve access to the turkeys. 

High Power Bench Rest and Military Rifle:  Frank Ryan reported that typically about four to eight 

shooters attend these matches. 

ARA Smallbore Bench Rest:  Dewight Oilar described the fun shoots that arose with the Venture 

Scouts.  The targets are at 50 yards, 25 bulls per target and that two sets of targets are used.  Rifles are 

unlimited in scopes or rests, but are limited to .22 Long Rifle.  Scoring is different than in most other 

matches, with the lower score given when the scoring ring is touched.  He said that 50 points is given for 

a bull’s eye with 25 points for the next lower ring, so touching the line will cost 25 points. 

IHMSA:  Dave Pitt was ill in the later months of 2008 so matches were cancelled.  He is better now and 

invites all pistol shooters to join him in the various concurrent matches including small bore using 1/5 

scale targets to big bore silhouette targets. Matches are held on the first Sunday of each month. 

Muzzleloader Rifle & Pistol: Duane Wieden is leading a revival of these matches and anyone inter-

ested in shooting should contact him at (707) 693-2361.  He asked that these matches be included in the 

2009 shooting schedule. The schedule has been updated to include the muzzleloader and cap and ball 

(non-sanctioned) events. 

Old Business: 

President Frank Ryan gave his Annual President’s Speech stating that we had a very good year in 2008 

in many respects and that we had some awesome work parties. 
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New Business: 

Dan Nugent requested that the Annual Meeting of the Club be changed to the second Saturday in No-

vember with the terms of the newly elected officers starting on January 1 of the next year.  Discussion 

followed with provisions that the Lions Club be available on that date to be verified by Dave Stewart 

and that the Cowboy Action SASS Match and the Thanksgiving Fun Match will be scheduled for that 

morning.  Also, the Annual Treasurers Report would be an interim report with the final version extend-

ing through December 31.  The second Saturday in November has been reserved with the Lion’s Club. 

Dave Bowers observed that clay pigeons had been shot on the range.  He stated that a sign should be 

made informing shooters that these targets are prohibited.  He also suggested that a box be put by the 

gate providing contact information for anyone interested, or alternatively, a sign directing people to 

Vaughn’s Sporting Goods in Burney for information. 

Carol Haberstich said that since as we are an NRA Gold Club (100% NRA membership) we are eligible 

to request a grant for $5000 for range improvement.  Two projects have been proposed for this grant, 

one being a safety wall between the 100 meter range and the road and the other being for storage con-

tainers and their associated site preparation.  The grant application should be submitted in March 

2009.  The storage containers were selected as the project that would best fit the size of the grant. 

Frank Ryan provided a list of tasks that could be used to meet the new work party attendance require-

ment.  Dave Pitt suggested posting the list at the range with a sign-up sheet.  Dave Bowers agreed to be 

the coordinator.  Duane Wieden asked if the container prep work could be achieved by a work party.  

Dave Bowers suggested that it should be done by heavy equipment.  Dave Boddy said that some back-

hoe work would be needed to complete the front gate installation and widening of the road at the curve 

there.  Therefore we should coordinate the backhoe usage.  Dave Stewart said that the second gate cross 

beam is sagging and needs to be repaired.  He is willing to help with the installation of a new cross 

beam. Dave Bowers suggested that the ram on the side of the smallbore house needs to be refurbished, 

and Dave Pitt suggested that the stovepipe in that house be replaced. 

Frank Ryan responded to Peter Brown’s questions about the safety wall for the 100 meter range.  The 

wall should be 40 feet long by 6 feet high made of the 800 pound concrete blocks of the type that are 

available from Packway Materials.  The wall needs to be built and should be funded by the club treas-

ury, rather than pursuing a grant for the project.
