MINUTES OF MEETING December 14, 2008 
SAM’S PIZZA @ 2:00PM 

Board members present:  Bill & Carol Haberstich, Frank Ryan, Dave Bowers, Gerald Hayler, Peter Brown, David Stewart rep-
resented Cowboy Action.  Members Lois Balint, Duane Wieden and Larry Rivard also attended. 

Meeting called to order by President Frank Ryan at 2:00pm. 

A motion to accept the November minutes was made by Carol Haberstich, seconded by Peter Brown.   A motion to accept the 
November treasurers report was made by Duane Wieden and seconded by Peter Brown – both passed. 
CORRESPONDENCE:  Gerald Hayler presented the correspondence to HCR&PC: 

• New member application for Joe Case who was referred by Milo Johnson.  The motion for approval was made, sec-
onded and passed. 

• A bill from Packway materials for ¾ Base Material which cost $1117.78.  The bill was paid. 

• An offer from the NRA to become a business member.  The offer was refused as the club is not a business. 

• The Additional Insured for the Lions Club for the Annual Dinner Meeting was received and the bill for $25.78 was 
paid. 

• Dave Stewart provided the contract for the Lions Club for the Annual Dinner Meeting.  The cost is $150 for the 
rent and $100 for the cleaning deposit. 

DISCIPLINE CHAIRPERSON REPORTS:   No reports. 
OLD BUSINESS:  Financial Decision on Donations:  Discussion led to the decision to provide two community support dona-
tions.  $200 is to be provided to the General Fund of the Lions Club to be used as they determine in support of their many com-
munity projects.  The other donation is to be $200 to the Fall River Mills Hospital Foundation to benefit the hospital residents.  
The motion was made to provide these donations by Lois and seconded by Carol.  The motion passed. 

The report from Dave Pitt is that 35 people have said that they would attend the Annual Dinner, but that few board members 
have announced that they would be there. 

Groundskeeper Peter Brown wanted resolution on what method of weed abatement should be used in front of the 200 meter 
ram line.  Discussion led to pre-emergent for next year with long term solution to be considered later.  Peter Brown gave an 
estimate of approximately $200 for the additional work to be included in next years contract to perform this task.  A 2009 con-
tract proposal from Peter’s company is to be presented at the January board meeting and will be voted on at that time. 
NEW BUSINESS:  A proposal to meet the orientation requirement for new member who live far away but want to join so that 
they can have a place locally to get sighted in for a hunting trip was made by Gerald.  If a new member lives outside a 100 mile 
radius from the club, they can meet the orientation requirement by returning a signed copy of the club rules which contains a 
statement that they that they understand the rules and will abide by them.  The proposal was approved. 

Self verses Club for opinions and positions:  The positions and opinions of any club member are only personal unless the matter 
has gone before the board and been approved. 

Carol relayed a message from Will Leslie of the Cowboy Action shooters.  They have a table at the Redding Gun Show in March 
2009 and want to know if we have any HCR&PC materials that we wish to display or papers to hand out at their table.  The 
consensus was not to send any materials. 

The list of HCR&PC affiliations was discussed and it was noted that we should see if there is club affiliation available for SASS 
(Cowboy Action) and ARA (small bore bench rest).  The potential benefit to the club will be evaluated after affiliation costs are 
known. 
TABLED ITEMS:  NRA Gold Club grant:  A $5000 grant is available for range improvements.  There was discussion of provid-
ing a concrete barrier between the 100 meter firing line and exposed camping and roadway area to provide greater range 
safety.  The estimated cost for this project would be somewhere near $3500.  Other projects that might be closer to the $5000 
limit were discussed and included new storage containers for targets, since the current storage container is considered hazard-
ous with having to climb over grounds- keeping equipment to access the shelving area for targets and other items.  Another 
potential project would be to lower the high spot in front of the 200 meter rams, or raise the ram line and also the ground level 
around the target stands. 

Dave Bowers list of range projects was discussed for meeting the work party requirement.  Included in this discussion was the 
need to install a culvert and provide a walkway through the drainage zone for the path to the turkey line on the 200 meter 
range. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Lois and seconded by Carol.  The motion passed and the meeting was adjourned at 3:00pm. 
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Important Notice 
 

The Hat Creek Rifle and Pistol Club has grown steadily over the years and now enjoys a membership 
approaching 250 members.  This is a far cry from the half dozen founding members that made up the 
Club 30 years ago.  Today the Club hosts nearly 100 shooting events and other activities at the range 
each year.  This does not include the hundreds hours of “casual range use” each year by Club members 
who use the range but do not compete or otherwise attend scheduled Club events.  While all of this ac-
tivity is encouraging from a shooting sports perspective it is taking a toll on the range and those who 
are attempting to keep it safe, clean and attractive. 

We presently have a core group of about 20-30 members who, in one way or another directly contribute 
to the upkeep, maintenance and administration of the range and other Club functions.  Quite frankly, 
they are getting burned out carrying this burden that should rightly be shared by a greater portion of 
the general membership.  It has been clear for some time now that this small group of volunteers can 
simply not keep up with the work it takes to operate the range in a safe and efficient manner. 

The Board has had conversations with representatives from other shooting clubs in the area and finds 
that we are not alone in facing this problem.  If it was just a matter of raising the dues to cover increas-
ing costs it still wouldn’t solve all of the problems since we could never afford to pay for all of the work 
that routinely needs to be done.  The simple truth is that we need the participation of more of the Club 
membership to keep the Club and the range functioning as we all have become accustomed to.  For the 
reasons noted above the Board has resolved the following: 

Beginning in calendar year 2010, any member who has not participated in a Club work party or other 
“range improvement project” during the previous year (ie 2009) will be assessed an additional range as-
sessment fee of 50% of the current dues amount when he renews his membership. 

Exceptions to the “range improvement assessment “will be made for the following hardships: 

The fee will not be assessed to any members living outside a 100 mile radius of the range. 

The fee will not be assessed to any member who has a legitimate medical condition or history that pre-
vents him from participating in range cleanup, maintenance or improvement activities. 

Any member may petition the Board (in writing) for an exclusion from the range improvement assess-
ment fee for any other reason that he feels is valid. 

Scheduled work parties for 2009 will be included in the 2009 schedule of events.  Individual “ Range Im-
provement Projects” are tailored for the member that can’t attend one of the scheduled work parties; but 
wants to participate in some other way.  They can be anything from hauling the garbage to the dump, 
making target backers, welding, cutting weeds, painting benches, picking up trash or making a sign.  
The Board is currently compiling and prioritizing a list of these projects. A member can also suggest his 
own project to the Board and if accepted it will satisfy his range improvement participation for the year. 

The range improvement assessments collected from members who meet the assessment criteria but can 
not participate, will be used for range maintenance or improvements as the Board deems appropriate.
